ABORTION  -  WHERE ARE THE FATHERS?
The ABC will screen the documentary ‘My Foetus’ in which the abortion of an unborn child will also be shown.  The film is certain to cause controversy in Australia as it did in Great Britain.  The Fatherhood Foundation welcomes the fact that leading Australian feminists are prepared to initiate discussion on this important matter of social justice for the unborn child.

John O. Anderson, author of ‘Cry of the Innocents’ says that a cartoon that would best describe Australian and Western Civilisation in general would be a picture of a number of women waiting patiently in an abortion clinic with the caption underneath, ‘Where are the fathers?’.  Fathers are often deprived of their rights by the judiciary in regards to their unborn children on the basis that the foetus is the woman’s property and merely a piece of faceless human tissue with no heart and no soul. The reverse is the case.

Many women have complained that men have not supported them as they should have in the event of the conception of an unplanned child.  In many cases their complaint is well justified. What is the answer to Australia’s alarming abortion rate?
Quite simply, the answer is to restore marriage to its rightful place in our society as the proper institution to protect children.  Marriage also protects the sanctity of sex.  It takes love between a man and a woman to make a child and it takes love between a man and a woman to birth and raise a child.  Marriage between a man and a woman for life excluding all others is the deepest possible expression of true love.  Our society and media have devalued true love by promoting loveless sex outside of marriage.  It is often loveless sex that produces an abortion, which in reality is the killing of an innocent child.  The innocent child needs the protection of a mother and father, bound together in love and commitment.  Marriage is that protection.
The historic National Marriage Forum held on 4th August in Parliament House, Canberra was not, as has been reported by the media, an attempt to ban homosexual marriage.  Rather, the National Marriage Forum was a very serious attempt to restore marriage to its rightful place in our society.
